IMPORTANT RULES:
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All rabbits must be on exhibit opening day at 8:00 p.m.

No awards will be given on any breeds not listed in premium book.

Where there is no competition, the judge will award first or second premium according to merit.
All rabbits must be tattooed plainly, and earmarked number entered on entry blank.

No breeder will be allowed to enter more than 3 animals in the same section lot.

There will be 3 classes of rabbits: Junior, Intermediate and Senior in heavy breeds. Juniors and
Seniors only in lightweight breeds.

Pre-Juniors up to 3 months old in heavy breeds.

Junior — Any rabbit under 6 months.

Intermediate Rabbit — Between 6 and 8 months.

Senior Rabbit — 8 months or older in heavy breeds, 6 months or older in light breeds.

Doe and litter must be a least 6 weeks old.

Decision of judge will be final.

All entry blanks must be in to the Superintendent one week before opening day.

No rabbit will be released prior to Saturday at 7:00 p.m.

Entries will be limited to available coops.

Meat pens — 3 rabbits per pen.

Trophy for Best of Show.

Not responsible for rabbits too small to be contained in cages.

Rosettes will be awarded to the 6 largest breeds.

Exhibitors showing rabbits and poultry at the Ottawa County Fair may not advertise or sell their
animals at the fair. For sale signs on the cages are not allowed.

There is an entry fee of $1.00 per animal in cage (e.g. 1 animal $1.00, 3 animals $3.00).
